Whatsapp 

We’ve had several children, mostly in the older year 

groups, who’ve had some problems on Whatsapp 

with unkind messages being sent, being added to 

large groups with unknown group members and 

being part of groups where explicit/inappropriate 

images and gifs are being shared.  

The minimum age for using Whatsapp is 13 so we 

would recommend that children don’t have access to 

this. We would also encourage parents to check 

their child’s phone regularly to see that they’re using 

technology responsibly and aren’t being exposed to 

inappropriate material.
